Information/Procedures

What is needed for Registration?

a) Registration form completed for each child (one form per child);

General In-Person Registration begins: Monday, April 20th, 2009 through June 30, 2009
Office is open from Monday through Thursday from 9:00 am until 2:00 pm. A check made out to St. Theodore must be returned no later than June 30, 2009. You can send form via mail.
What is the tuition cost?

$80 for one child; $140 for two, 180 for three children.

Sacraments Fee $50 (Grades 2 & 8)

Note: A $25 late fee when registering after 6/30/09!

In the event a family is inactive - that is, does not participate in parish life by attending Mass weekly, the tuition will be $150 for each child enrolled.
