General Information

1. Children must be re-registered each year to remain in our program.

2. Class size is limited to 15 students.

3. Baptismal certificates are required for each newly (first time) registered student.

What is needed for Registration?

a) Registration form completed for each child (one form per child)

c) A check made out to St. Theodore must be received no later than July 
10, 2011.

 A check made out to St. Theodore must be received no later than July 10, 2011. 
What is the tuition cost? 
If you register before July 10: 
$85 for one child; $160 for two, 200 for three or more children. Sacraments Fee $50 (Grades 2 & 8)
If you register after July 10: 
$95 for one child; $180 for two, 220 for three or more children.

Sacraments Fee $ 50 (Grades 2& 8)

In the event a family is inactive - that is, does not participate in parish life by attending Mass, the tuition will be $150 for each child enrolled. (In this case, before registration will be accepted , you may receive a phone call from the Pastor).
Your child’s faith ultimately depends on the sharing of your faith with them by going to Mass on Sundays and living Christian values at home.
